Documents to be completed by the applicant
1. A completed and signed Application for Admission
2. Asigned acknowledgment sheet. Note: you must read the Simmons College of Kentucky
Student Handbook and the Christian Service Handbook before signing.
3. An essay discussing why you want to attend Simmons College of Kentucky.
(Required length for A.A. and B.A. programs: two pages; for B.Th. program: five pages.)
4. $40.00 (non-refundable) application fee
Documents the applicant must request from other institutions or persons:
5. A copy of the applicant’s High School diploma or equivalent (GED)
6. An official High School transcript
7. A copy of your ACT or SAT scores*
8. Documentation of any earned post-secondary degrees NOTE: Students applying for admission
to the B.Th. program must submit proof of having completed a bachelor’s degree.
9. An official transcript from all colleges or universities attended
10. Three (3) Simmons College of Kentucky character reference forms
Further steps required for admission
11. Make and attend an appointment with an admissions counselor
12. Attend an Orientation Session
13. Declare a program of study
14. Apply for a student id and library card
15. Acquire a Simmons email address (even if the applicant has other email addresses)
16. Sign up for Christian Service by making an appointment with Rev. Sams
17. Register for classes. Note: Registration is a separate process from admission. You will need a
registration packet (enrollment agreement form).

*Applicants who have not taken a standardized test will be admitted provisionally. They will be
required to take a short placement exam prior to enrolling for classes, and they must sit for an ACT
exam or the extended Simmons Placement Exam within a year of admission. There is a fee associated
with the Simmons Placement Exam.

It is the prospective student’s responsibility to insure that all of the above documents arrive at
the Admissions Office and all appointments are made and kept in a timely manner.
