An influential collection of community activists, ministers,
educators, politicians, policemen, health experts, and
businessmen will gather at the Brothers Reaching
Brothers community forum at 11 a.m., Saturday, Sept. 17
at the St. Stephen Worship Center located at 1018 South
15" Street.

“Violence and nihilism in our communities are at an all-
time high,” said Dr. Kevin W. Cosby, President of
Simmons College of Kentucky. “In response, we feel it is
necessary to assemble the city’s most influential African-
American men to identify strategies that will restore peace

and hope to Louisville’s most disenfranchised residents.”

Participants of this forum, which is open to the public, will
address the area’s alarming murder rate and other social
pathologies that have stagnated the progress of

Louisville’s minority population.
